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These guidelines are established in accordance with the university’s "Regulations for Student English
Proficiency Graduation Standards"” and the institute’s "Regulations for Graduate Admissions, Studies,
and Degree Examinations."
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Master’s students of the institute must pass an English proficiency test or complete relevant English
courses (not counted toward graduation credits) and achieve the required standards to be eligible for
graduation.

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For students enrolled from the 2014 academic year onward, English proficiency certificates must be
obtained within five years before applying for their thesis defense. Certifications exceeding five years
must be retaken to meet the standards for graduation eligibility.
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Students who pass the proficiency test may apply for rewards following the university’s "Student
English Proficiency Test Incentive Program.”
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Master’s students who fail to meet the standards listed in Article 3 May:
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Apply to take the "English Proficiency Test and Counseling™ course following the university’s
"Regulations for Implementing English Proficiency Testing and Counseling Courses." Passing
this course will be equivalent to meeting the English proficiency graduation requirement.
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Apply to take the "Advanced English" course offered by the Department of Foreign Languages
and Literature (equivalent to the GEPT Intermediate to High-Intermediate level, a 3-credit
semester course open to non-departmental students but not counted toward graduation credits). A
grade of 70 or higher is required.
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Apply for a learning passport at the Foreign Language Learning Resource Center (FLLRC). Students
who complete 54 hours of English courses and pass the FLLRC’s "English Proficiency Test" or other
qualifying examinations will be considered as meeting the standard.
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Before applying for their thesis defense, students who have taken the "Advanced English" course twice
or more without achieving a grade of 70 or higher, or taken the counseling course twice or more without
passing, or attempted any proficiency tests three times or more without meeting the minimum graduation
standard may submit their transcripts to the academic committee for review.
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Students who have studied in English-speaking countries for two years or more within three years before
admission may submit relevant documents for review. Upon approval by the institute, this will be
considered equivalent to meeting the graduation standard.
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These guidelines take effect upon approval by the Institute Affairs Meeting. Amendments follow the
same procedure.
